
1) Jesus is eternal:
a) Micah 5:2 - But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah,

though thou be little among the thousands of
Judah, yet out of thee shall he come forth
unto me that is to be ruler in Israel; whose
goings forth have been from of old, from
everlasting.

b) Isaiah 9:6 - For unto us a child is born, unto
us a son is given: and the government shall
be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be
called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty
God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of
Peace.

c) John 1:1,2 - In the beginning was the Word,
and the Word was with God, and the Word
was God. The same was in the beginning
with God.

2) Jesus is everywhere present:
a) Matthew 18:20 - For where two or three are

gathered together in my name, there am I in
the midst of them.

b) Matthew 28:20 - Teaching them to observe
all things whatsoever I have commanded
you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto
the end of the world. Amen.

3) Jesus is all knowing:
a) John 4:29 - Come, see a man, which told me

all things that ever I did: is not this the
Christ?

b) John 6:64 - But there are some of you that
believe not. For Jesus knew from the
beginning who they were that believed not,
and who should betray him.

4) Jesus is all powerful:
a) Matthew 28:18 - And Jesus came and spake

unto them, saying, All power is given unto
me in heaven and in earth.

b) Revelation 1:8 - I am Alpha and Omega, the
beginning and the ending, saith the Lord,
which is, and which was, and which is to
come, the Almighty.

5) Jesus is unchangeable:
a) Hebrews 13:8 - Jesus Christ the same

yesterday, and to day, and for ever.

b) Philippians 2:6 - Who, being in the form of
God, thought it not robbery to be equal with
God:

6) Jesus is the possessor of eternal life:
a) John 1:4 - In him was life; and the life was

the light of men.
b) 1 John 5:11 - And this is the record, that

God hath given to us eternal life, and this
life is in his Son.

c) 1 John 5:20 - And we know that the Son of
God is come, and hath given us an
understanding, that we may know him that is
true, and we are in him that is true, even in
his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God,
and eternal life.

7) Jesus has every attribute belonging to the Father:
a) Hebrews 1:3 - Who being the brightness of

his glory, and the express image of his
person, and upholding all things by the word
of his power, when he had by himself
purged our sins, sat down on the right hand
of the Majesty on high;

8) Jesus has every attribute belonging to God:
a) Colossians 2:9 - For in him dwelleth all the

fulness of the Godhead bodily.
9) Jesus created the world:

a) John 1:3 - All things were made by him; and
without him was not any thing made that
was made.

b) John 1:10 - He was in the world, and the
world was made by him, and the world
knew him not.

c) Colossians 1:16 - For by him were all things
created, that are in heaven, and that are in
earth, visible and invisible, whether they be
thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or
powers: all things were created by him, and
for him:

d) Hebrews 1:2 - Hath in these last days spoken
unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed
heir of all things, by whom also he made the
worlds;

e) Hebrews 1:10 - And, Thou, Lord, in the
beginning hast laid the foundation of the
earth; and the heavens are the works of thine
hands:

10) Jesus is the Sustainer of all things:
a) Colossians 1:17 - And he is before all

things, and by him all things consist.
b) Hebrews 1:3 - Who being the brightness of

his glory, and the express image of his
person, and upholding all things by the word
of his power, when he had by himself
purged our sins, sat down on the right hand
of the Majesty on high;

11) Jesus will resurrect and judge the dead:
a) John 5:21,22 - For as the Father raiseth up

the dead, and quickeneth them; even so the
Son quickeneth whom he will. For the
Father judgeth no man, but hath committed
all judgment unto the Son:

b) Romans 14:9,10 - For to this end Christ both
died, and rose, and revived, that he might be
Lord both of the dead and living. But why
dost thou judge thy brother? or why dost
thou set at nought thy brother? for we shall
all stand before the judgment seat of Christ.

12) Jesus claimed to be equal with the Father:
a) John 5:23 - That all men should honour the

Son, even as they honour the Father. He that
honoureth not the Son honoureth not the
Father which hath sent him.

b) John 10:30 - I and my Father are one.
13) Jesus claimed to be able to forgive sins:

a) Mark2:5-7 - When Jesus saw their faith, he
said unto the sick of the palsy, Son, thy sins
be forgiven thee. But there were certain of
the scribes sitting there, and reasoning in
their hearts, Why doth this man thus speak
blasphemies? who can forgive sins but God
only?

b) Luke 7:48,49 - And he said unto her, Thy
sins are forgiven. And they that sat at meat
with him began to say within themselves,
Who is this that forgiveth sins also?

14) Jesus claimed to be without sin:
a) Hebrews 4:15 - For we have not an high

priest which cannot be touched with the
feeling of our infirmities; but was in all
points tempted like as we are, yet without
sin.



b) Hebrews 7:26 - For such an high priest
became us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled,
separate from sinners, and made higher than
the heavens;

15) Jesus accepted worship:
a) Matthew 8:2 - And, behold, there came a

leper and worshipped him, saying, Lord, if
thou wilt, thou canst make me clean.

b) Matthew 28:9 - And as they went to tell his
disciples, behold, Jesus met them, saying,
All hail. And they came and held him by the
feet, and worshipped him.
i) Only God should be worshipped:

(1) Matthew 4:10 - Then saith Jesus
unto him, Get thee hence, Satan:
for it is written, Thou shalt worship
the Lord thy God, and him only
shalt thou serve.

ii) Peter refused worship: Acts 10:25,26
iii) Paul & Barnabas refused worship:

Acts 14:12-15
iv) Angels refused worship:

Revelation 19:10; 22:8,9
16) The Father declared His deity:

a) Hebrews 1:8 - But unto the Son he saith,
Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: a
sceptre of righteousness is the sceptre of thy
kingdom.

17) John declared His deity:
a) 1 John 5:20 - And we know that the Son of

God is come, and hath given us an
understanding, that we may know him that is
true, and we are in him that is true, even in
his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God,
and eternal life.

18) Paul declared His deity:
a) Titus 2:13 - Looking for that blessed hope,

and the glorious appearing of the great God
and our Saviour Jesus Christ;

b) 1 Timothy 3:16 - And without controversy
great is the mystery of godliness: God was
manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit,
seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles,
believed on in the world, received up into
glory.

19) Peter declared His deity:
a) 2 Pe 1:1 - Simon Peter, a servant and an

apostle of Jesus Christ, to them that have
obtained like precious faith with us through
the righteousness of God and our Saviour
Jesus Christ:

20) Jude declared His deity:
a) Jude 1:25 - To the only wise God our

Saviour, be glory and majesty, dominion and
power, both now and ever. Amen.

21) Gabriel the Archangel declared His deity:
a) Matthew 1:23 - Behold, a virgin shall be

with child, and shall bring forth a son, and
they shall call his name Emmanuel, which
being interpreted is, God with us.

22) Will you declare His deity?
a) 1 John 4:2,3 - Hereby know ye the Spirit of

God: Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus
Christ is come in the flesh is of God: And
every spirit that confesseth not that Jesus
Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: and
this is that spirit of antichrist, whereof ye
have heard that it should come; and even
now already is it in the world.

b) Repent of your sins, confess Jesus Christ as
Lord, and ask for His forgiveness of sins and
receive salvation and eternal life:
i) Romans 10:9 - That if thou shalt

confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus,
and shalt believe in thine heart that God
hath raised him from the dead, thou
shalt be saved. For with the heart man
believeth unto righteousness; and with
the mouth confession is made unto
salvation.
